A. Vendor must supply and deliver one (1) herbicide sprayer unit as specified in Section .

B. All equipment shall be subject to inspection and acceptance by the Forest District
Manager or his designee.

CONTRACTOR REFERENCES AND QUALIFICATIONS:

A. After bid opening and prior to awarding of the contract, the Department has the right to
request references (names, addresses and telephone numbers) for herbicide sprayers of similar
size, construction, power, and accessories received in the previous two (2) years as proof of
qualifications to supply the item involved in this contract.

References are an optional tool available to the Department to help determine bidder capabilities.
If any of these references are requested and a bidder cannot supply the necessary documentation
and proof of compliance, the Department reserves the right to reject the bidder. The decision to
both request references or reject bidders based on inadequate reference will be made solely at
the discretion of the Department.

B. Pursuant to Executive Order 2021-06, Worker Protection and Investment (October 21,
2021), the Commonwealth is responsible for ensuring that every Pennsylvania worker has a safe
and healthy work environment and the protections afforded them through labor laws.
