How to Bid

1. Are there bid forms for auction licenses or can I just send over a bid letter?  Please provide info on how bid should be submitted.

Detailed instructions regarding how to submit a bid, bid package requirements, and bid sheets are included in the Bid Requirements section on pages five and six of the IFB package. Attachment A includes a list of frequently asked questions and can be found on page twelve of the IFB package. Attachment B includes the bid sheets for each individual license number and can be found on page twenty-two of the IFB package. 

Bidders are required to submit their bid(s) by Thursday, November 9, 2017 at noon.  Each bid package must include two items: (1) a PLCB Bid Sheet for the particular license, properly signed and sealed, and (2) a bid surety in the amount of $5,000.00.  Each sealed bid package must be contained in a sealed envelope, labeled on the outside with the IFB number, the auction number of the license, and the name of the person or entity bidding.
