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The Underground Storage Tank Indemnification Fund's (Fund) Statement Billing and Claim Support System (SBACSS) application went into production in January 1998 using the Progress version 8.3B database platform and character based application development package.  It uses Internet Explorer 7.0 as its web front end (refer to Figure IV-2.1).  Currently this version of Progress is not supported and is considered "Retired" by Progress.  Upon implementation of the services covered by this RFP, SBACSS will be terminated and replaced by the fee billing system described herein. 

SBACSS Hierarchy.  SBACSS has three (3) main areas in which every action in SBACSS derives from.  These three (3) areas treated separately in SBACSS are related in terms of producing the monthly statements and determining eligibility for claim payments.  Below is the hierarchy of SBACSS:

A. An Owner/Operator can have one (1) to many Facilities, which in turn can have one (1) to many tanks per facility.  Example:  Sheetz Inc. has many facilities (stores) throughout Pennsylvania.  Each of these facilities (stores) has several tanks in the ground that contain gasoline, kerosene, diesel and possibly other regulated substances.

1. Owner/Operator – may include but not be limited to a corporation, school district, independent owner, or local government entity

2. Facility – may include but not be limited to a gas station, commercial enterprise, or local government entity

3. Tank Substance – may include but not be limited to gasoline, heating oil, diesel and kerosene 

B. A Distributor is a company that dispenses/distributes the various regulated and non-regulated substances to the Facilities.  They collect the fees associated with the tanks substance codes that fall under the Gallon Fees (see below).

C. A Tank Installer is a company certified by the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) that employs individuals also certified with DEP to install, modify and or remove underground storage tanks.  They report these activities to the (DEP), which in turn sends this data electronically to the Fund.  The Fund then charges the certified company $50 for each installation and major modification and $15 for each removal of a tank.   There is also a $1,000 annual fee assessed to the certified company.
