The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania defines a solicitation “Addendum” as an addition to or amendment of the original terms, conditions, specification, or instruction of a procurement solicitation (e.g. Invitation for Bids, Request for Quotes and Request for Proposals).


The following changes have been made to the solicitation identified above:

1. A revised RFP has been posted to the eMarketplace website.  Changes incorporated into the revised RFP include the following.

a. Page iv, Calendar of Events, has been amended by proposal submission date from June 15, 2015, to October 19, 2015.  Further, the anticipated dates for oral presentations have been changed to the week of November 16, 2015.
b. Page 3, Section I-12, Proposals, and page 26, Section IV-1 A, Objectives, have been amended by adding language that addresses the conditions for the submission of more than one proposal.
c. Page 6, Section I-19. Best and Final Offers, has been amended by replacing the week of date “July 6, 2015” with November 16, 2015.”
d. Page 9, Section I-27, RFP Protest Procedures:  Paragraph C(1) has been amended by clarifying that prospective offerors must file a protest prior to the proposal submission deadline specified in the RFP.
e. Page 16, Section II-5, Prior Experience, has been amended at subparagraph A(2)(iii)to clarify that one of the minimum requirements is for the implementation of a fully accepted Public Safety hybrid 700/800 MHZ and VHF radio system, and not solely a VHF system.
f. Page 27, Section IV-2, Nature and Scope of the Project, has been amended at paragraph B(1), in the note, to clarify that the seven (7) OpenSky®/P25 switches and 30 MASTR V base stations may be made compliant with P25 guidelines.
g. Page 29, Section IV-3, Requirements, has been amended at clause B(1)(iv)a) to clarify that 30 Harris MASTR V base stations may be repurposed.
h. [bookmark: _GoBack]Page 48, Section IV-3, Requirements, has been amended at subclause C(5)(ii) by replacing the existing language with the following:  “The Commonwealth seeks to decrease the total site count, in order to reduce recurring maintenance costs, through a multiband, hybrid radio system.”

2. The Questions and Answers for RFP 6100033543 originally posted on May 20, 2015, have been replaced with a revised version.  Changes incorporated into the revised Questions and Answers are as follows:
a. The answer to Question Number 6 has been amended to extend the due date for proposals until October 19, 2015.
b. The answer to Question Number 27 has been amended to reflect the revision to Section II-5 A(2)(iii):  “Implemented a fully accepted Public Safety hybrid 700/800 MHz and VHF radio system.”
c. The answer to Question Number 32 has been amended by deleting the sentence that stated:  “To the Commonwealth’s knowledge, the only equipment that falls into this category is the equipment set forth in Section IV-3B(1)(iv)a).
d. The answer to Question Number 38 has been amended by deleting the sentence that stated:  “As a result, the Commonwealth believes that this equipment cannot be re-purposed.
