APPENDIX I
LEASE AGREEMENT


This Agreement, made this   ________day of  _____________________, 20__, by and between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, acting through the Department of General Services, on behalf of the Department of Military and Veterans Affairs hereinafter referred to as Lessor, and _______________________________________________________________, hereinafter called Lessee.  


WHEREAS, Section 2402 (i) of the Administrative Code of 1929, 71 P.S. ( 632 (i), authorizes the Department of General Services, with the approval of the Governor, to rent real estate not being used in connection with the work of any Department, Board or Commission; and


WHEREAS, the hereinafter described premises owned by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, which comprise a portion of Ft. Indiandtown Gap, are not at this time being used, nor is there any contemplation of their being used in connection with the work of any Commonwealth Department, Board or Commission thereof, and  


WHEREAS, the Lessee desires to use the premises to construct a Solar Photo-Voltaic System to provide electrical power for use by Ft. Indiandtown Gap.  

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY mutually agreed that the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, acting through the Department of General Services, the Lessor, does hereby let unto Lessee, the premises situated at Area 4 of Ft. Indiantown Gap.  The leased premises shall consist of a 17.3 acre parcel of land to be used to construct a Solar Photo-Voltaic System as shown on RFP (Request for Proposal) Exhibit “Appendix ‘E’, attachment SDSA-2”, attached hereto, for a term of ____years, beginning on the execution date of this agreement.  The date of the Secretary of General Services’ signature shall determine the execution date.  


IT IS THEREFORE SUBJECT that the rental of these premises will be $1.00 per year, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, plus other good and valuable considerations, which the Lessee covenants and otherwise agrees to faithfully perform.  


Lessee accepts possession of the said premises upon the said terms, and further agrees to the following covenants, stipulations, and conditions:


1)  Lessee shall make all repairs, improvements or renovations to the leased premises at its own expense and shall comply with all the requirements of law and with all local, State or Federal ordinances and regulations.  The Lessee shall provide Lessor with all plans and specifications for renovation and/or alteration, using the attached appendices as Basis-of-Design, for its review and approval.


2)  The Lessor reserves the right to enter the premises at any reasonable time for purposes (a)  of consultation with the Lessee;  (b)  inspections; and  (c)  to conduct any type of  business that pertains to the efficient operation of this State-owned property.  This right is also reserved to the Lessor’s agents, employees, and assigns.   


3)  The Lessee agrees to keep the demised premises in a clean, safe, and healthful condition and upon termination of this Lease Agreement will ensure that the premises are left in a clean, safe and healthful condition.  


4)  Lessee at its own expense shall provide all maintenance required on the demised premises, including grounds maintenance.

5)  The Lessee, at its own expense, shall provide and maintain for the benefit of the Lessor and itself, as their respective interests may appear, adequate insurance in amounts satisfactory to the Lessor with responsible insurance companies licensed to do business in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania insuring  a) public liability coverage in the amount of at least $250,000 per person and $1,000,000 per occurrence, combined single limit liability for bodily injury and property damage with Lessor named as additional insured throughout the term of the lease and any extensions thereof.  b) property insurance in amount of $750,000 against loss or damage by fire, perils of extended coverage, vandalism and malicious mischief with Lessor named as “additional insured” and “loss payee” throughout the term of the lease and any extensions thereof.  The Lessee, his insurance agent, or insurance company must forward evidence of the aforementioned insurance coverage to the Department of General Services, Bureau of Real Estate, 505 North Office Building, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, 17125, immediately upon the execution of this Lease Agreement and on or before the execution date of ensuring years.  The Lessee or his insurance agency or insurance company shall notify Lessor at least thirty (30) days prior to any change, transfer, or cancellation of the aforementioned insurance coverage.  


6)  Lessee shall indemnify and save Lessor, its agents, representatives, and employees harmless from all claims for damage to property and for injury to or death of any person arising from any act or omission of Lessee its agents or employees.


7)  The agreement may be renewed by the Commonwealth for up to three (3) additional five (5) year terms, by written notice to the Lessee at least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration date of the agreement.  If not renewed, this agreement will terminate at the end of the then current term.


8)  It is further agreed that if the Lessee shall fail to comply with any of the covenants, terms or conditions of this Lease Agreement during the said term or any subsequent renewal terms, the Lessor may, after giving Lessee thirty (120) days written notice to comply, at its option, terminate this Lease Agreement for failure to comply.

          9)  Included in and made a part of this Lease Agreement is RFP section “III-5”, a clause regarding Contractor Integrity by the Lessee.  It shall be understood that the word “Contractor” as used in the RFP shall refer to the Lessee.

            10)  Willful neglect, failure, or refusal by either party to carry out any substantial provisions of this Lease Agreement shall give the other party the benefits of any proceedings provided by law.

             11)  Confession of Judgment - Upon proper termination of the Lease Agreement as herein provided, any attorney may immediately appear for the Lessee in an amicable action of ejectment to be brought by the Lessor in any competent court, for the recovery of the demised premises and damages for the detention thereof, and therein confess judgment against the Lessee for which this Lease Agreement (or a true copy thereof) shall be a sufficient warrant; and the Lessor may issue thereon all the necessary writs of process for recovering possession of said premises, with damages for detention (to be assessed at an amount equal to all unpaid rent and costs).  No termination of this Lease Agreement, nor recovery of possession or damages as aforesaid, shall release the Lessee from liability for the breach of any covenant herein contained.  

             12) All maintenance, repairs, renovations or improvements to the premises become the property of the Commonwealth upon termination of this agreement.

13)  Should transfer of the premises to another party be mandated or authorized by the General Assembly during the term of this Agreement, the Agreement shall terminate effective upon transfer.
