Vendor must sign in before beginning and after cutting of grass.

Cut, trim and maintain the grass area:  FOUR (4) CUTTINGS PER MONTH**,

To be performed once per week on a day agreed upon between vendor and Station Commander.  Any additional cutting above or beyond 4 cuttings must be approved in advance by the Director, Facility Management Division.

Mowing of Impound area must be scheduled with the Station due to it being a secured area and Vendors must be escorted.

Supply all necessary equipment to perform services and remove all clippings, trimmings and lawn type debris from the premises.  Special attention should be taken to be sure cut blown grass does not get on State Police or personal vehicles. 
Weed Control – Chemically or manually to be performed once per month as needed in grass areas along sidewalks and curb lines and in the planted areas and beds around the Station and parking lot.
**Special Note: Cuttings and weed control service may be designated by the Station Commander to be less than stated above, dependent upon weather conditions, such as drought that may affect grass growth.

Sweeping Parking Lots – Sweep Lots in 2 sections over 2 days, every 3 months, (weather permitting) to clear dust and debris for proper drainage. This must be performed during night time hours and coordinated with the Station.

CRIMINAL RECORD CHECK

The Pennsylvania State Police (PSP) abides by the Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Security Policy.  The policy can be found at http://www.fbi.gov/about-us/cjis/cjis-security-policy-resource-center/view.  In accordance with this policy, any vendor staff members that will perform janitorial services or be unescorted at a PSP facility must have a Federal fingerprint background check performed before entering the building.  The vendor staff members required to have this background check must obtain the required authorization letter from their employer before reporting to a PSP installation to give a full set of fingerprints. The PSP will use the fingerprints to perform a state record check and will then forward them to the Federal Bureau of Investigation for a national criminal history record check.  The information obtained from the criminal history check shall be used by the PSP for a fitness determination.  PSP will retain records of those individuals who have completed the fingerprint background check.
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
