· Curtain B: 45'-0"W x 36'-0"H
· Curtain C: 30'-0"W x 36'-0"H

· Curtains to include fabric corner/wall/tee connectors as required by layout.
· Curtains supplied in nominal 5’W panels, with hook/loop closure strips along each vertical edge for field joining.
