To All Offerors:

The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania defines an RFP “Amendment” as an addition to or amendment of the original terms, conditions, technical submittal, specifications, or instructions of a procurement solicitation (e.g., Invitation for Bids or Request for Proposals). 

Changes and Clarifications:
	
1. Changes and Clarifications to the Technical Submittal section I-2 Requirements Paragraph.A.2 ‘Ramp-up’ Period.  
Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5.  Upon execution of separate Contracts for Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5, the Selected Primary Offerors will be provided one (1)“ramp-up” period for each State Correctional Institution (SCI) for each category within a Lot used by that SCI,  that allows a total of ninety (90) calendar days. Within the “ramp-up” period the Selected Primary Offeror shall prepare to begin fulfilling orders for the materials. The Selected Primary Offeror shall deliver those materials to the ordering SCI within the required delivery Lead Time after the completion of the “ramp-up” period. The “ramp-up” period will begin upon the issuance of the first Purchase Order by each individual SCI, for each individual category within a Lot.  Categories are defined on Pages 2 and 3 of this Technical Submittal. 

            Prior to the start of the ‘ramp-up’ period each individual SCI, the Issuing Office and the Selected Primary Offeror will engage in a series of ‘kick-off’ meetings as necessary to establish a partnership and exchange knowledge as it relates to the needs of the SCI, forecast requirements, purchasing strategy,  manufacturers’ lead time, approval of finishes and any other Supply Chain issues. At this stage Selected Primary Offerors will have the opportunity to participate in the procurement process and offer their expertise as it applies to their particular awarded Lot and meeting the needs of the SCI facility.  Individual SCI facilities may procure at different quantity and frequency and Purchase Order requirements and strategy may vary between facilities.

2. Technical Submittal Section I-2 (B) 5 Minimum Order Quantities is being added and an Offeror Response is requested for this new section. 
[bookmark: _Hlk24447403]Minimum Order Quantities. This Section applies to all Lots. Unless specified in this Section, all products offered by the Selected Offeror may be ordered in any quantity. Those items that an Offeror requires to be sold at some minimum level of quantity shall be indicated in this Section along with the specific minimum level of quantity which may be ordered. The Offeror shall clearly identify the minimum order volumes for each category of textile material organized by Lot.

3. Jaggaer Description document Section 27 Evaluation Criteria, subsection (D) Domestic Workforce Utilization was added.
[bookmark: _Hlk24448071]D. Domestic Workforce Utilization: Any points received for the Domestic Workforce Utilization criterion are bonus points in addition to the total points for this RFP.  The maximum amount of bonus points available is three percent (3%) of the total points for this RFP.  To the extent permitted by the laws and treaties of the United States, each proposal will be scored for its commitment to use domestic workforce in the fulfillment of the contract.  Maximum consideration will be given to those Offerors who will perform the contracted direct labor exclusively within the geographical boundaries of the United States or within the geographical boundaries of a country that is a party to the World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement.  Those who propose to perform a portion of the direct labor outside of the United States and not within the geographical boundaries of a party to the World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement will receive a correspondingly smaller score for this criterion. 4. Clarification to the Appendix J - Domestic Workforce Utilization Certification and references to the WTOGPA (World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement) in both Appendix J and the Technical Submittal, Section I-2 (A) 6 are provided as they apply to different portions of the supply chain. Appendix J- Domestic Workforce Utilization Certification is for the evaluation of Domestic Workforce bonus point (30 points that are included on all procurements). Appendix J evaluates the domestic workforce utilization of the “core brokerage services.” Therefore, it is acceptable for the broker (the entity actually submitting the bid) to have workforce outside the WTOGPA signatory nations, however, they will be subject to a penalty and not receive as many bonus points.  

In addition, Appendix J - Domestic Workforce Utilization Certification form identifies the countries that are part of the WTOGPA for the purposes of limiting the location of contract manufacturers who provide mill (greige) goods and finishing/dyeing services.
