The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania defines a solicitation “Addendum” as an addition to or amendment of the original terms, conditions, specifications, or instructions of a procurement solicitation (e.g., Invitation for Bids or Request for Proposals). 

List any and all changes:

The following questions have been submitted –

Q1.  When we last applied in 2017, our request included a project narrative, budget, and budget narrative. Our team has not been able to identify a form to download or to fill in in the “PA - eMarketplace (state.pa.us)” or “Supplier Registration - SAP NetWeaver Portal (state.pa.us).” Have we missed these items?

A1.  It was determined to issue this solicitation as an Invitation for Bid (IFB).  This type of solicitation does not include a project narrative, budget, or budget narrative.  Per the Statement of Work, B. Method Award, it states that, “The Commonwealth will award a contract by low cost to the responsible and responsive bidder who meets the eligibility requirements. Award of a Contract only renders a Contractor eligible to perform services under the Contract. The awarded supplier will be the sole recipient of appropriated funds granted per section 224 of Act 1A of 2021 and authorized via the General Appropriations ESN.”

Q2.  The excel spreadsheet entitled “03 Attachment A - Cost Submittal Worksheet_610057536” seems to be a simple calculation of 1/12 of our expected annual cost on the “cost submittal tab” and a form for completing our contact information on the “vendor information” tab. Are you able to confirm that you require no additional information?

A2.  The Statement of Work, E. outlines that “Bidders will be reimbursed for services upon delivery of a monthly report. Bidders must submit an all-inclusive cost for the monthly report via Attachment A - Cost Submittal Worksheet. The bid price must include all costs associated with execution of the job i.e., materials, equipment, labor, and define deliverables, as outlined.”


Q3.   As noted in our request for an extension, we are concerned about our ability to meet the SDB and VBE requirements in the timeframe allotted. Will a waiver be fairly considered or is it likely to trigger a poor review of our bid application?

A3.  The solicitation was previously extended to allow for additional time.  Statement of Work, B., Method of Award outlines, “Bidders must either agree to meet the participation goals in full or must request a full or partial Good Faith Efforts waiver from one or both participation goals.  
Failure to meet the participation goals or establish they have made good faith efforts to meet the participation goals will result in rejection of a proposal as nonresponsive.”

Q4.  The SDB/VBE participation is a clear priority this round. Is it possible to receive a training PowerPoint or document that clearly spells out what you expect with the balance of the submission?

A4. An information session was held by Department of Labor and Industry (DLI) and the Bureau of Diversity, Inclusion, Small Business Opportunities (BDISBO) on 03/13/23 that allowed for suppliers to ask questions.  The attached Power Point was provided.  It contains the contact information for the BDISBO staff for additional assistance and guidance.
