

PROJECT STATEMENT and SCOPE OF WORK
FOR EDUCATIONAL GAMING CONSOLE/PROJECTOR
PENNSYLVANIA DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AND VETERANS’ AFFAIRS

I. Objectives.
A. General. The Department of Military and Veterans Affairs (DMVA) is seeking to award a purchase order (PO) for Educational Gaming Console/Projector in accordance with this Project Statement. 
B. Specific The awarded contractor shall coordinate with the DMVA Point of Contact (POC) for delivery to the following Veterans’ Homes:

Southeast Veterans’ Center
Southwest Veterans’ Center

D. Method of Award and Term of PO. DMVA shall award the PO to the lowest responsive quote. In order to be deemed responsive, the bidder must be able to perform the required services as outlined in the project statement and in accordance with the terms and conditions. 
It is DMVA’s intent to establish a onetime purchase order. The term of the PO shall commence on the executed effective date and shall end on the expiration date identified on the PO. Services shall begin as specified in the project statement or notice to proceed letter, whichever is the later. DMVA reserves the right, upon written notice to the awarded contractor, to extend the term of the PO or any part of the PO for up to 90 days under the same terms and conditions. 

II. Eligibility Requirements. 

A. Pricing.  The awarded contractor shall submit pricing for all line items requested by DMVA. The awarded contractor shall include all costs associated with the manufacture, delivery and provision of the supplies in the cost submittal.  No additional monies will be paid to the awarded contractor for delivery, travel, off-loading, personnel, or any other costs. 

B. Estimated Delivery Date.  The awarded contractor shall submit an estimated delivery date along with their bid.  

C. IT Requirements. The awarded contractor will be required to compete the following:
i. Software as a Services License agreement
ii. Cloud Use Requirements and Review questions

III. Project Statement.  

A. Educational Gaming Console/Projector.

Tovertafel (Magic Table) Gaming Console/Projector, promotes cognitive stimulation, enhance eye-hand coordination, and has sound.

1. Console shall include the following:
a. 2 ceiling mounts and 2 remotes
b. a high-quality projector. Projector will be able to be projected on any type of table. Equipped with WIFI connections.  
c. quick click system which allows you to move the console around.
d. infrared sensors
e. speakers
f. warranty

2. Games shall include:
a. interactive and have vibrant images.  
b. Permanent access to the core games, seasonal games and updates.
c. Free two-year subscription to Open Play and Learning (extra games, new releases and online support and training).

B. Training: The awarded contractor shall provide on-site or virtual training for all potential users of the system.

C. Hours for Delivery.  The awarded contractor shall coordinate all deliveries through the POC.  The POC will set a date and time when delivery and off-loading can be completed. 

D. Final Inspection.  DMVA reserves the right to conduct a final inspection and acceptance test of all work or deliverables acquired under this PO.

E. Billing.  The awarded contractor shall invoice DMVA for services provided under the PO. The awarded contractor may be required to provide verification of costs. 

If the invoice does not contain the minimum information set forth as defined in the Commonwealth’s Standards Terms & Conditions, the Commonwealth may return the invoice as improper.  If the Commonwealth returns an invoice as improper, the time for processing a payment under the Commonwealth’s Standard Contract Terms and Conditions for POs, will be suspended until the Commonwealth receives a correct invoice. The awarded contractor may not receive payment until the Commonwealth has received a correct invoice.

F. Not to Exceed Amount.  The original amount of the contract/purchase order indicates a not to exceed amount.  The Department may increase and decrease line items as needed within the overall original amount without processing a change order prior to the request.  The DMVA program office will notify the awarded contractor of the quantities to be delivered.  Increases above the original amount of the contract/purchase order will be processed as change orders prior to the DMVA program office requesting additional supplies or services.   

G. PENNSYLVANIA WORKER PROTECTION AND INVESTMENT

A. The awarded contractor must maintain compliance with all Pennsylvania state labor and workforce safety laws for the duration of the contract, including, but not limited to:
B. Construction Workplace Misclassification Act. 
C. Minimum Wage Act.
D. Prevailing Wage Act.
E. Equal Pay Law.
F. Employer to Pay Employment Medical Examination Fee Act.
G. Seasonal Farm Labor Act.
H. Wage Payment and Collection Law.
I. Industrial Homework Law.
J. Construction Industry Employee Verification Act.

All bidders shall submit the Worker Protection and Investment certification with their bid.
