To All Suppliers:

The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania defines a solicitation “Addendum” as an addition to or amendment of the original terms, conditions, specifications, or instructions of a procurement solicitation (e.g., Invitation for Bids or Request for Proposals). 

List any and all changes:

Q1.  Ramp Up Lead Times For Lot 1 and Lot 2- Initial Ramp up time might be 90 days. Is this acceptable?
		
A1.  The Commonwealth realizes there will be a ramp-up period for inventory. This will be more critical on the Lot 2 materials, in order to handle the volume of orders. We expect to work with suppliers to meet ramp-up needs but we have not defined this timeline. 30-60 days would be reasonable for ramp up of inventory.
Lot 1 inventory is currently in place and will be in place at time of award. Suppliers typically will be filling full container/truckload order quantities for Lot 1. 

Q2. For Lot 2, to maintain lead times some inventory will be required.  Since we don’t have exact size mix, nor pattern what happens towards end of term of contract.  There will be inventory needed to maintain up until the end.  Will CWOPA blead down this inventory should the contract not be renewed?  Or will it be incumbent upon us that some months prior we allow inventory to be reduced which might affect timely deliveries at the end.

A2. The Commonwealth cannot dictate the inventory strategy for suppliers, but we will work with the awarded supplier to address inventory concerns. Please refer to Terms and Condition section V.3 CONTRACT-002.2b Renewal of Contract Term – Mutual (Oct 2013). 
The Commonwealth will provide written notice to the Contractor of its intention to extend the contract not less than 90 days prior to expiration. 


Q3. 2 year firm pricing-Please confirm that no price increases can be requested prior to two years.  This will require the contractor to build in extra cost for second year if so.

A3. Please refer to Section 13 of the Specifications. Suppliers price submitted in the Exhibit 2 Bid Sheet shall remain fixed for the initial 2-year term.

Q4. Samples-When are samples required?  Samples of exact gloves not an issue.  However, packaging for the sample only might not be printed exactly as required. 




A4. Samples are not required with bid submission.  Please review Section 7. Descriptive Literature Requirements in the Specification;  DGS  may request pre-award samples to be evaluated as stated, and also including review of Packaging and Labeling requirements listed in Exhibit 3-Pennsylvania Commercial Item Description (PCID) 1170 specification. 


Type of Solicitation:  Electronic Bid (SRM) - Review the Questions section of your solicitation response to ensure you have responded, as required, to any questions relevant to solicitation addenda issued subsequent to the initial advertisement of the solicitation opportunity.

Except as clarified and amended by this Addendum, the terms, conditions, specifications, and instructions of the solicitation and any previous solicitation addenda, remain as originally written.
