GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS


I.	SCOPE OF WORK:

The Pennsylvania Game Commission (PGC), Southcentral Region, requires native grass and native forb seeds.  

It is the purpose and intent of this document to provide specifications for this seed. Services shall include, but not be limited to, the furnishing of all specified species of seed in specified quantities. Services shall also include the expense to create, package, and distribute the seed mixtures to the Pennsylvania Game Commission.

All Purchase Orders require the contractor to provide the seed, packaging and shipping materials, shipping expenses, and all miscellaneous expenses to complete the requested service.

II.	CONTRACT TASKS:

A.	The Vender is responsible to provide all seed. Contractor will also provide all shipping materials, labor, and services. All seed shall be delivered to, and received by, the Pennsylvania Game Commission by May 5, 2023. 

B.	Vendor shall comply with “Attachment 1 - Seed, Packaging, and Shipping Specifications”.
	
III.	CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS:

A.	The Vendor shall fulfill the obligations of the contract with complete order delivery by May 5, 2023.

B.	The Vendor agrees to comply with “Attachment 1 – Seed, Packaging, and Shipping Specifications.” 

C.	The PA Game Commission reserves the right to reject any or all bids.

D. 	If a specified seed species is unavailable, a native species of similar character may be considered for substitution. Any substitutions must be approved prior to the contract being awarded by the PA Game Commission (Clayton Lutz, Wildlife Biologist, 717-817-0289). 

E.	Failure to comply with any of the terms or conditions of the Contract may result in cancellation of the agreement.


IV.	BID AWARD:

V.	The bid price shall include the cost of all materials (seed, packaging and shipping materials), shipping fees, and other fees that may include, but are not limited to small order fees, pallet packaging, custom orders, and bioengineering fee surcharges. 

VII.	CONTRACT TERM:
The contract term shall commence upon the Vendor’s receipt of the Purchase Order(s). The complete order must be received by May 5, 2023. The contract will not be extended beyond this date for any reason.

VIII.	PAYMENT TERMS:
The Vendor shall be paid at the unit price bid for actual pounds of seed shipped and received by the PGC; in accordance with the contract terms, conditions, and “Attachment 1 - Seed, Packaging, and Shipping Specifications”.



















Attachment 1 – Seed, Packaging and Shipping Specifications

1. This contract requires the vendor to provide native seeds viable for planting. Pennsylvania (PA) ecotypes must be used for each requested species, if available. If PA ecotype is not available, the most suitable ecotype for southcentral PA should be used for that species. If a specified seed species is unavailable, a native species of similar character may be considered for substitution. Any substitutions must be approved prior to the contract being awarded by the PA Game Commission (Clayton Lutz, Wildlife Biologist, 717-817-0289).  

2. All seed must be provided in pure live seed (PLA) quantities. 

3. Each species of seed shall be packaged separately and shall be labeled with the species common name, ecotype, and Latin name. All seed shall be packaged in one (1) pound quantities, except for the following:

a. Little Bluestem and Sideoats Grama shall be packaged in five (5) or ten (10) pound quantities.
b. Partridge Pea, Indiangrass, Black-eyed Susan, Deer Tongue, and Purple Top shall be packaged in five (5) pound quantities.

4. Seed mixture shall be received by the PA Game Commission during normal business hours (Monday through Friday, 8 AM to 4 PM, excluding holidays) by May 5, 2023 at the following address:
