Description:
Continuous, pin-feed, lithographic-printed security document, one part
                            Usage:    Average yearly usage is 300,000; orders will normally be placed for an approximate year’s  supply. No over or under runs will be accepted unless authorized in writing by PennDOT.  Contractor may NOT print in larger quantities and warehouse.  For each order, Contractor may be required to provide up to 2,500 Specimen Salvage Certificates (see below), at PennDOT’s discretion.



        Specimen:    The word "SPECIMEN" must be printed or punched thereon.  Contractor must ship so that receipt by PennDOT occurs at least 48 hours in advance of the main shipment, via bonded courier.  Delivery address will be provided to successful Contractor.  


Flat Size:  
8" x 11" overall (7" x 11" detached), 1/2" left and right pin-feed strips

Paper:
24/25# White security stock, non-optical brightener, caliper of at least .0043". Paper will be tested for adherence to specifications. No brighteners in the paper will be permitted.

Security features:

1. Chemical sensitization - paper must be sensitive to five (5) chemical families used for altering data: oxidants, polar solvents, non-polar solvents, acids or alkalis; the paper will change color on both sides of the form whenever one of these chemical families is applied to either side.

2. Watermark - Fourdrinier paper with watermark.  Watermark needs to be approved by PENNDOT. 

3. Fibers - random, green fluorescent fibers incorporated into the paper, invisible until viewed under a UV (black light) lamp.

4. Toner Retention Agent - both sides of the paper must be fully coated enabling all laser or impact printed images to be anchored to the paper fibers so that all attempts to remove the images via tape raising, scraping, etc. will be deterred. This toner retention agent must not retard or impede the chemical sensitization in the paper. The coating on both sides is required to insure sheet stability.



Compostion:
Print two sides, head to head. Composition on front must contain the statement in reverse print "DO NOT ACCEPT DOCUMENT WITHOUT VERIFYING THE PRESENCE OF WATERMARK" indicating the form is printed on paper which contains a watermark. No rubber plate printing will be permitted. 

Construction:
Continuous, pin-feed, left and right side perforations for medium tear-out, fan-folded for use on high-speed computer printers (IBM 4248, IBM 3287, IBM 6500 and IBM 6400 model 015). Horizontal perforations every 11" between documents. Must also run efficiently through the Bell and Howell Automated Inline Mailing System (AIMS). During the mailing processes, the form is scanned twic; it must possess features that do not contradict these processes.

Registration:
Registration of the copy on the form must be consistent throughout the entire order (the computer prints at 6 lines per inch vertical and 10 characters per inch horizontal).

Safety Features:
1. Pantograph style and hidden word technology - The pantograph design and process compatible two color iridescent ink shall be the design/functional equivalent of Moore Document Solution's SecureScan (Wicker Group void technology). It will consist of multi-directional lines virtually invisible to the naked eye and provide the latest technology in copy-void deterrence to reproduction on the new generation of color copiers. The word VOID must appear in multiple locations, including the postal scan area which will now be comprised of a flat screen. The background will consist of a pattern which is designed to drop out (including the VOIDs) during image processing. Additionally, the flat screen including the VOIDs in the postal scan area will drop out during postal scanning. Multi-color pantograph will be printed within the border, face and back, with erasure-sensitive inks. Ink colors will be specified upon receipt of order but will be 2 over 2 (Current form colors: Front and Backer Border and all Rules and type: PMS 2617 Purple; Front and Backer Background: PMS 242 Violet.)

2. Micro-line - Reduced lines of type on the face of the form that are readable only under strong magnification. Wording and location of micro-line to be provided to the successful vendor at the time copy layout work is being prepared.

3. High Resolution Printing - Face border design produced from artwork prepared by a banknote engraver, which incorporates latent images, readable under magnification, within the overall design.

4. Two Color Consecutive Number on Front - Must be black and red ink. The red ink must penetrate the paper fiber through the form and be clearly visible on the reverse, creating a red halo around each black number on the front. If chemical or physical alteration to remove the ink is attempted, either the paper surface can be destroyed, or the other safety features will manifest, thus rendering the document unusable. 

Numbering:
Each form shall be consecutively numbered on face using red and black ink. Contractor must guarantee no missing numbers. PENNDOT will provide beginning number sequence to Contractor upon issuance of purchase order. "Specimen" forms will be numbered separately from the main shipment; Contractor will also be provided with that number.
                     Packaging:    No more than one break per carton is allowed.  All cartons in which paper breaks occur must be marked and the break locations "flagged" on the outside of the carton.  Do not tape breaks.


Security Tape:      Carton tops and bottoms are to be sealed up to 4 inches down the sides, with a 2-ply security tape with a custom printed, ballpoint ink-receptive, non-smear surface outer band which, if removal is attempted, will result in the activation of a blind message indicating that an attempt to open the sealed carton has occurred.  The activation of the seal reveals the formerly blind message in 2 forms: 1) a permanent, residual solid type remaining on the carton while 2) the back of the outer band reveals the same message in open-face type.  Once the message is activated, the seals cannot be reassembled to hide intrusion.  Print the outer band with a cautionary phrase plus an area for date, signature and the sequential numbers involved.  The residual message is a notice of intrusion such as, "If seal is broken, tampering may have occurred".  Lesser security tapes such as those leaving a message printed on a polyester liner affixed to the carton are unacceptable due to the potential to remove said liner from carton and reseal with no visible sign of intrusion. 

                                   Any other specifics not covered here will be provided in individual specifications if needed.

       Special Instructions:   Armed, uniformed security officer on at press location during printing process. 

Fully secured mill, approved by the U.S. Treasury or another equivalently recognized and certified independent entity. Mill must be 100% secured by perimeter fencing.
Printed material to be delivered to PENNDOT facility in exclusive sealed trucks. 
Trucks cannot be opened until PENNDOT employee is present to verify truck has not been opened prior to arrival.
