SPECIFICATIONS: OGI Camera with OGI Camera Accessories

1. Provide Six (6) Optical Gas Imaging (OGI) Cameras* that provide thermographic imaging, gas leak detection, gas quantification, with built in Wi-Fi, GPS, hotspot, and Bluetooth capabilities.
· Each camera shall include: 
a. Two (2) batteries.
b. One (1) battery charger cradle.
c. One (1) carrying case.
d. One (1) glare shield (if applicable). 
e. One (1) shoulder strap.
f. One (1) lens cleaner.
g. One (1) USB A to mini B cables.

2. Training for fifteen (15) people, with each attendee receiving certification.

*Minimum OGI Camera Specifications:
· The OGI camera must be able to operate in the following environmental conditions:
· Operate in temperatures from - 20oC to + 50oC.
· Stored in temperatures from - 40oC to 70oC.
· Intrinsically safe for explosive environments.
· The OGI must have a minimum gas leak protection performance:
· Operate under advanced and enhanced modes.
· A spectral filter of 3.2uM to 3.4uM.
· The OGI Camera must have video and audio recording capability:
· Digital video recorder build-in generating a .ts format video on all modes.
· Snapshot command generating a .jpg file on all modes.
· At least 20 hours of video storage with at least 64GB solid state memory.
· Communication Interfaces:
· USB data transfer, video streaming, and video images file transfer.
· WiFi with at least 2.4 GHz video streaming and file transfer capabilities.
· Bluetooth capabilities.
· GPS capability.
· Imaging Performance:
· Thermal sensitivity of at least <12mK 25oC.
· Optics with a or 30mm lens or similar.
· Built in visible camera.
· OGI Detector:
· Cooled high sensitivity, 320 x 240 pixels minimum.

· Greater than 4.5 hours continuous operation.

· Tripod mounting rotation safe.
