Pavement Marking Legends
CONTRACT SCOPE/OVERVIEW:  This Collective Number CN00038509 (identified here and in the other documents as the “Contract”), will cover the requirements of all using agencies of the Commonwealth for Pavement Marking Legends.
AWARD:  This contract will be awarded by GROUP, based upon the total price quote for each GROUP.  The total price quote is the sum of the extended amounts for each line item within that particular group.  The extended amounts are the line item prices submitted by the suppliers multiplied by the estimated volume shown on the bid. Contractors are required to price each and every line in a GROUP.  The estimated amounts shown are based upon **historical annual usage** and general anticipated estimates.
ADDITION OF LINE ITEMS:  Additional line items that are reasonably construed to be within the scope of this procurement may be added to the contract at the request of the using agency.  In the event that DGS determines that the additional line item should be added, DGS will contact all suppliers who have been awarded a contract as a result of this procurement and request pricing of the new item.  Award of the new item shall be based upon the lowest price received from the responding suppliers. 

BIDDING INFORMATION:

The following documents are required to be completed and returned with your bid.  These are in addition to any other requirements to submit documentation within the bid specifications.  Bids may be rejected for failure to return with your bid.
Do not enter pricing on the Invitation for Bid (IFB).  Bidders must sign the Invitation for Bid (IFB),   print their name and circle which title is appropriate.  

· Invitation For Bid – Signed by an Authorized Signatory and title circled (see signature procedure attachment)
· State of Manufacture Chart (This is the Reciprocal limitations Act GSPUR-89 included as an attachment to this bid)

· Costars Program Election to Participate form (if applicable)

· One (1) original completed excel bid sheet by CD.  Do not provide in PDF format.  Must be Excel format.

Pavement Marking Legends provided by awarded vendor must be approved materials for use on Bituminous and Portland Cement Concrete Surfaces, listed in Bulletin 15 and in accordance with Traffic Control Standards TC-8600 or bid will be rejected. Vendors may contact Construction and Materials, Materials Testing Division at 717-783-9673, to obtain a Request for Product Evaluation packet for future bidding opportunities.

NOTE: Bidders must bid 60-mil adhesive-backed material for items (1-2, 4-8, 10-56).
NOTE:  Adhesive or Contact Cement supplied must be compatible for use with the material provided.  Manufacturer, catalog number, and container size, must be specified.  Complete instructions for application shall be enclosed in each box. 

DELIVERY:    F O B Destination any Department location within Pennsylvania.  Delivery shall not exceed 30 calendar days after receipt of the order.  The Department will allow a 10-day grace period for order processing and mailing.  Vendor shall notify the Department if the order is received after the 10 day grace period.  Liquidated damages will be assessed if delivery is not received within 40 calendar days after the document date on the order.  

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:  If any item is not delivered within the time limits specified, the delay will interfere with the proper implementation of the Commonwealth’s programs utilizing the item to the loss and damage of the Commonwealth. From the nature of the case it would be impractical and extremely difficult to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such action.  The Commonwealth and the awarded supplier, therefore, presume that in the event of any such delay the amount of damage which will be sustained from a delay will be 1% of total value of the ordered material per calendar day and they agree that in the event of any such delay, the awarded vendor shall pay such amount as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.  The Commonwealth at its option for amounts due the Commonwealth as liquidated damages may deduct such from any money payable to the awarded vendor or may bill the awarded vendor as a separate item.  The Commonwealth shall notify the awarded vendor in writing of any claims for liquidated damages pursuant to this paragraph before the date the Commonwealth deducts such sums from money payable to the awarded vendor.
