Question 1: In order to qualify for disadvantaged business credit, must a 501(c) 3 non-profit partner with a for-profit disadvantage-certified business? 

Answer 1: Yes, a 501 (c) can receive credit for either entering into a joint venture agreement with a Small Disadvantaged Business or for subcontracting with a Small Disadvantaged Business as  long as the joint venture or subcontractor meet the DB program requirements. Please refer to section II-9 of the RFP on what documentation must be provided to show proof of Disadvantaged business qualifications.

Question 2: On page 21 of the RFP there is a section v. with no text. Is there missing text or is this a typo? 

Answer 2: This is a typo. There is no missing text

Question 3: Can we open up trainings that are offered through this RFP to organizations that are not PREP project organizations as well – such as related organizations, if there are openings? 

Answer 3: No, the trainings are restricted to staff at PREP implementation sites and their subcontractors selected through RFA #10-07-06. 

Question 4: Is there a budget range that can be suggested for the first year of the budget period? 

Answer 4: No, the Offeror should propose the costs associated with the deliverable for the first year.
