Support and services for standardized needs assessment.
Agency Summary:
The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) requires that the Department of Human Services (DHS), Office of Developmental Programs (ODP) use a statewide standardized needs assessment to assure that necessary supports and services are consistently and appropriately delivered.  To support this requirement, ODP is contracting with the American Association of Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (“AAIDD”) for the use of their “SUPPORTS INTENSITY SCALE” OR “SISTM” assessment tool.
The "SIS" is a standardized support needs assessment tool that establishes the type and intensity of supports needed. The "SIS" has been designed by academic leaders and practitioners in the intellectual disabilities field. ODP and/or its contractors will use this tool in conjunction with the Commonwealth’s designated supplement to complete assessments of consumers enrolled in the Consolidated and Person/Family Directed Support waiver programs.  AAIDD developed and owns the assessment tool for determining the support needs of persons with intellectual disabilities known as “SISTM”.  The "SIS" has been used by ODP since 2007. Approximately, 70,000 "SIS" assessments have been completed since that time. The assessment tool is trademarked and there is no other supplier of this tool. ODP desires to purchase the SISTM assessment tool from AAIDD and AAIDD desires to provide ODP with the SISTM assessment tool.  In addition to the assessment tool, the contractor will provide a user manual for each user during the first contract year and subsequent years and any additional manuals up to 50 per year.  The contractor will also provide maintenance and technical support for data transfers at no additional cost to ODP.  The contract term will be determined when this contract has been finalized.  
If this sole source request is not approved, consequences could include ODP being out of compliance with the Medicaid Waiver expectations which could jeopardize over $1 million in federal funding.

Procurement Summary:  

Approved.  The “SIS” assessment is an important tool the Department of Human Services, Office of Developmental Programs uses to determine the support needs of persons with intellectual disabilities.  The “SIS” tool is trademarked and the only supplier available is American Association of Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (AAIDD).  
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
