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To All Suppliers:

Addendum #1 does the following: 

ITEM OF WORK (BID ITEM):

1. Furnish & Install Site Traffic Loop Sensors (each)

There can be different size loops from a 6x6 up to 8x50. How do I give a per each with all the different sizes?
Average out all sensors…

2.  Maintenance & Protection of Traffic (per hour)

This can vary depending if we are working during the day or night. Also there will be times 3 flaggers can be utilized as well as 5 flaggers depending on the situation. Do I give a number based on 1 flagger per hour?

Correct, if you use more than one flagger charge per flagger.
3. Night-time work (per hour)
4. Day time work (per hour)
Can both of these items (Night & Day work) be broken out in Item 1?
I set day and night separately, due to not knowing if one would cost more than the other.  Each county has their own process. Just place a price, if they both the costs the same, that is fine.

Except as clarified and amended by this Addendum, the terms, conditions, specifications, and instructions of the solicitation and any previous Addendum(s), remain as originally written.
