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The colored groupings on the map represent the existing joinders, where one CCIS grantee serves more than one county.
With the exception of Allegheny and Philadelphia Counties, all other non-colored counties are served by one CCIS grantee.
There are three grantees in Allegheny County and five grantees in Philadelphia County.
