1. CONTRACT SCOPE/OVERVIEW:  
Any contract(s) awarded from this Invitation for Bid will cover the requirements for all Commonwealth agencies for Plow Maintenance & Repair Parts, as indicated in this bid document with all attached specification attachments are from the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT) they include any attached Specifications and Drawings. Units must meet the attached specifications, be a current production model, also must be new and complete. The unit shall be complete with all equipment required for immediate operation to function as stated in this specification, and the unit must meet all applicable codes and standards.
2. METHOD OF AWARD – TWO BIDDERS PER MANUFACTURER:
Awards will be given to the responsive and responsible bidders offering the lowest price from the 2025 Cost Submittal Sheet per line of Base Units Tab only. Two awards will be made for each manufacturer’s list of items. Bidders who are not manufacturers must submit a letter from the manufacturer stating that the bidder is an authorized dealer in Pennsylvania for the manufacturer.
3. CONTRACT TERM:

The initial term of the Contract shall be 01 year(s) and 00 month(s). 

The term of the Contract shall commence on the Effective Date (as defined below) and shall end on the Expiration date identified in the Contract, subject to the other provisions of the Contract. 

The Effective Date shall be a) the Effective Date printed on the Contract after the Contract has been fully executed by the Commonwealth (signed and approved as required by the Commonwealth contracting procedures) or b) the “Valid from" date printed on the Contract, whichever is later.

The Contract may be mutually renewed for a maximum of 4 additional 1-year term(s).   
4. PRICING ADJUSTMENT CLAUSE:


Reference Terms and Conditions V.4. 

No price adjustments shall be permitted during the initial one-year term of the Contract. All percentage discounts offered by the Supplier shall remain firm and shall not be subject to adjustment during the initial term or any subsequent renewal term.

Beginning with the first renewal term, and every six (6) months thereafter, the Supplier may submit a written request for an increase to the base item contract prices. Any such request shall be limited to increases imposed by the manufacturer and must include supporting documentation. All requests are subject to review and approval by DGS. If approved, DGS shall issue a formal Contract Change that will be issued to suppliers.

No price increase shall take effect without written approval from DGS. No price increase will be allowed prior to the effective date of the renewal period, nor will increases apply to Purchase Orders that are already in process or pending delivery. For orders shipped on a periodic delivery schedule, any approved increase will apply only to deliveries made after the effective date of the increase.

All price increase requests must be submitted no later than sixty (60) days before the applicable renewal period or at six-month increments. Each request must be accompanied by detailed supporting documentation, including:

· A comparison of current contract prices by line item and proposed increased prices.

· Copies of the original and current price lists, or similar documentation demonstrating increased costs to the Supplier.

· Documentation explaining the source of cost increases (e.g., raw materials, freight, fuel, labor, fabrication, or other relevant factors).

5. ELIGIBILTY TO BID:
Suppliers must meet the following requirements for their bid response to be deemed responsive and responsible.  Bidder must be an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) authorized reseller or dealer.  If the Bidder is not the OEM, the Bidder must
submit Letters of Authorization for each OEM for which a bid is submitted. The OEM letters, or certifications, must be on OEM letterhead and dated within the past 6 months. 

6. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:
A. The following documentation must be completed and submitted with the bid.  Failure to submit the documentation listed below will result in the bid being rejected.

B. In addition, as indicated in Parts I and II of the Terms and Conditions, the following documents must be returned with the supplier’s Bid.  Failure to submit any of the documentation listed below may result in the bid being rejected.  

ii. OEM Letters (if applicable)

iii. Lobbing Certifications and Disclosure, BOP-1307

iv. Reciprocal Limitations Act, GSPUR-89

v. Iran Free Certification and Disclosure

vi. Worker Protection Act, BOP-2201

vii. Small Business, Veratrin Owned Business etc Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Certificates (if applicable)
7. CORE ITEMS:
This can be found on the 2025 Cost Submittal Sheet – Tab 2 Base Units, and each bidder shall enter the actual prices of each line they choose to bid on. Any items that do not have pricing submitted shall be considered “non applicable.” 
All costs are inclusive of personnel costs, overhead expenses, travel, subsistence, and other expenses. These may not be billed separately.
8. SUPPLEMENTAL NON-CORE ITEMS: 
Bidders may offer to provide a discount on what is considered non-core items on the Cost Submittal Sheet Tab 3 – Supplemental Non-Core Items. Supplemental Non-Core Items are items not found on Tab 2 (Base Units) of the Cost Submittal Sheet. The non-core items shall be related to plow maintenance and parts only. This will not factor into the award of this contract. 

Suppliers should offer a percentage discount on the cost submittal sheet listed in a numeric figure and contain no more than two (2) digits to the right of the decimal point. An example of an entry for percent (%) discount from the OEMs Current Price List would be 56.25%

A copy of the supplier’s current catalog price list is to be submitted with the bid response via an embedded link for the sole purpose of providing a reference to the various items on the price list and the manufacturer’s price for each item.  

Suppliers, when providing a quote to the requesting Agencies, the quote must show List Price less Percentage Discount at time of bid and then Commonwealth Final Price. The awarded supplier must also submit a copy of their most current catalog pricing page.  The catalog pricing page must show the MSRP price and Commonwealth price. 
All quotes should also contain the contract number and date.  When quotes are issued by the supplier it should also provide a link to their most current catalog price/sheet or supplier must also submit a copy of their most current catalog pricing page to the requesting agency showing the MSRP price and Commonwealth price. 
All quotes must hold pricing for 30 days from issue date on the invoice/quote. 

Under no circumstances is the supplier allowed to show/charge for tariffs or additional surge charges.  Those charges will be disregarded by the Commonwealth. 
9. PURCHASE ORDERS: 

Awarded suppliers are responsible for accepting POs Monday – Friday 6:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. The supplier must have the ability to accept orders manually, electronically, over the phone or via fax and with use of a PO or Credit Card (P-Card). 
The supplier is encouraged to reach out to the department for pictures and measurements of the host vehicle upon receiving a PO from an agency to ensure combability with host vehicle. 

10. PERSONNEL:
The awarded suppliers must identify a central point of contact for contract management upon notification of award. The selected supplier shall cooperate and work with the Commonwealth Contract Manager, Commonwealth staff, and its suppliers, to meet the requirements of the contract resulting from this IFB.  The selected suppliers’ authorized point of contact must be available to respond promptly to all contract inquiries and requests. The point of contact must be authorized to make binding decisions on behalf of the selected supplier and all subcontractors. 
11. WARRANTY:
The supplier warrants that all items furnished and all services performed by the supplier, its agents and subcontractors, shall be free and clear of any defects in workmanship or materials. Unless otherwise stated in the contract, all items are warranted for a period of one year following delivery by the supplier and acceptance by the Commonwealth. The supplier shall repair, replace or otherwise correct any problem with the delivered item. When an item is replaced, it shall be replaced with an item of equivalent or superior quality without any additional cost to the Commonwealth.
Reference Terms and Conditions and any attached PCID’s.
12. MANUALS:

The following manuals shall be supplied with the equipment at time of delivery.
One (1) Operator 

One (1) Parts 

One (1) Service

One (1) Engine

One (1) Transmission (Automatic or Manual)

One (1) Body and Sub-frame (Parts and Service)

One (1) Complete set of manuals for any additional items/equipment added to a piece of equipment.

There shall be paper manuals of each manual listed above along with an electronic form of each manual on a USB thumb drive in Adobe PDF format.
The paper operator’s manual shall have a weather resistant holder attached to the unit.
13. FREIGHT: 
All item(s) shall be delivered F.O.B. Destination (the seller retains responsibility for the goods until they reach the buyers’ destination).  The seller bears the costs and risks associated with transportation up to that point. The supplier agrees to bear the risk of loss, injury, or destruction of the item(s) ordered prior to receipt of the items by the Commonwealth. Such loss, injury, or destruction shall not release the supplier from any contractual obligations. Except as otherwise provided in this contract, all items (s) must be delivered within the time period specified. Time is of the essence and, in addition to any other remedies, the Contract is subject to termination for failure to deliver as specified. Unless otherwise stated in this Contract, delivery must be made within thirty (30) days after the Effective Date of the Purchase Order.
Invoicing should be sent upon delivery of the items to the purchasing agency and not when the items are shipped to the installation dealer or dealer of record.

14. DELIVERY:

The awarded supplier shall deliver all units within the specified time frame stated within the Specifications after receipt of a purchase order, issued against the contract. Paperwork provided by manufacturers, suppliers or carrier company at the time of delivery that requires a signature will only be signed for verification of delivery. Signature will not endorse delivered equipment is free of defects or verification that equipment meets specification/quote. Acceptance of equipment is pending through inspection, with equipment meeting the specification/quote. Paperwork will not be submitted for payment until all deficiencies are corrected, prior to purchase order delivery deadline. 
Delivery must be made within 30 days of issuance date of effective date of Purchase Order, unless otherwise stated within the purchase order. 
In the event that delivery would be projected to exceed the delivery time frame required by the equipment specifications, it is imperative that the awarded supplier notifies the ordering agency immediately at which time the ordering agency may make determination to allow a delivery time frame extension or to cancel the purchase order.  The supplier shall proceed with the order only after receiving written authorization from the ordering agency.
15. PACKAGING:
 All products must be delivered in the manufacturer’s standard package. 
16. QUALITITY OF PARTS: 

Parts under these specifications shall be name brand, nationally advertised merchandise. 
Equivalent substitutions must be approved by the Purchasing Entity contact person. After Market Repair parts must be equal to or exceed the supplier’s OEM's specifications. Repair parts must be packaged and distributed under their respective nationally known name brands. 
All rebuilt or remanufactured parts must meet the same requirements as listed above. 

Some repair parts may be required to be OEM repair parts. The awarded suppliers’ dealers’ network must carry a complete line of OEM parts for all models of equipment they carry. 

17. MINIMUM ORDER:

The minimum order shall be one (1) unit. 
18. PROHIBITION AGAINST THE USE OF CERTAIN STEEL AND ALUMINUM PRODUCTS:
In accordance with the Trade Practices Act of July 23, 1968, P.L. 686 (71 P.S. §773.101 et seq.), the supplier cannot and shall not use or permit to be used in the work any aluminum or steel products made in a foreign country which is listed below as a foreign country which discriminates against aluminum or steel products manufactured in Pennsylvania.

The countries of Brazil, South Korea, Spain, and Argentina have been found to discriminate against certain products manufactured in Pennsylvania. Therefore, the purchase or use of those countries’ products, as listed below, is not permitted.

A. BRAZIL: Welded carbon steel pipes and tubes; carbon steel wire rods; tool steel certain steel products, including hot-rolled stainless-steel bar; stainless steel wire rod and cold-formed stainless-steel bar; pre-stressed concrete steel wire strand; hot-rolled carbon steel plate in coil; hot-rolled carbon steel sheet and cold-rolled carbon steel sheet.

B. SPAIN: Certain stainless-steel products, including stainless steel wire rod, hot-rolled stainless-steel bars and cold-formed stainless-steel bars; pre-stressed concrete steel wire strands; certain steel products, including hot-rolled steel plate, cold-rolled carbon steel plate, carbon steel structural shapes, galvanized carbon steel sheet, hot-rolled carbon steel bars and cold-formed carbon steel bars.

C. SOUTH KOREA: Welded carbon steel pipes and tubes hot-rolled carbon steel plate; hot-rolled carbon steel sheet and galvanized steel sheet.

D. ARGENTINA: Carbon steel wire rod and cold-rolled carbon steel sheet.

Penalties for violations of this paragraph may be found in the Trade Practices Act, which penalties include becoming ineligible for public works contracts for a period of three years. 

Note: This provision in no way relieves the supplier of its responsibility to comply with those provisions of this Agreement that prohibit the use of foreign-made steel and cast-iron products.

19. STEEL PRODUCTS PROCUREMENT ACT “A”:
In the performance of any contract awarded pursuant to this invitation to bid, the supplier and all subcontractors, materialmen, and suppliers shall use only “steel products” as defined in the Steel Products Procurement Act, Act of March 3, 1978, P.L. 6, No. 3, 73 P.S. §§ 1881-1887 (“SPPA”), including products rolled, formed, shaped, drawn, extruded, forged, cast, fabricated or otherwise similarly processed, or processed by a combination of two or more of such operations, from steel made in the United States by the open hearth, basic oxygen, electric furnace, Bessemer or other steel making process. The definition of steel products also includes cast iron products, as well as machinery and equipment listed in United States Department of Commerce Standard Industrial Classification 25 (furniture and fixture), 35 (machinery, except electrical) and 37 (transportation equipment) and made of, fabricated from, or containing steel components. If a product contains both foreign and United States steel, such products shall be determined to be a United States Steel product only if at least 75% of the cost of the articles, materials and supplies have been mined, produced, or manufactured, as the case may be, in the United States. Transportation equipment shall be determined to be a United States steel product only if it complies with Section 165 of Public Law 97-424 (96 Stat. 2136).

The SPPA provides that, when a contractor supplies unidentified steel products for a public agency’s use as part of any Public Works Project, before a public agency may authorize, provide for, or make payment, the supplier must provide documentation including, but not limited to, invoices, bills of lading and mill certification that the steel was melted and manufactured in the United States before a public agency may authorize, provide for, or make payment. If a steel product is identifiable on its face, the supplier must submit certification which satisfies the purchasing agency that the supplier has fully complied with this provision.

If a purchasing agency has made any payment to the supplier and later finds that the

supplier did not comply with the SPPA’s requirements, the purchasing agency may recover such payment directly from the supplier. The supplier shall not deny repayment unless it can demonstrate that it has complied with the SPPA’s requirements. 

The SPPA also provides that any person who willfully violates any of its provisions shall be prohibited from submitting any bids to any public agency for a period of five years after the date of the determination that a violation has occurred. If the supplier violates the SPPA, the public agency may debar the supplier from performing any work or supplying any materials to a public agency for five years after the date of the determination that a violation has occurred.

The supplier shall include these provisions regarding the SPPA’s requirements in its subcontracts and supply contracts, so that the SPPA’s provisions of the Act shall be binding upon each subcontractor and supplier.
20. INQUIRIES:

Questions must be submitted in writing to the Issuing Officer, Alana Green. Questions must be submitted by the posted deadline and should include “IFB 6100064833 Question” in the subject line.  All questions and responses are considered an addendum to and part of this IFB. The Issuing Office shall not be bound by any verbal information, nor shall it be bound by any written information that is not either contained within the IFB or formally issued by the Issuing Office. The Issuing Office does not consider questions to be a protest of the specifications or the solicitation.
