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DRAINAGE PIPE NOTES

1. The minimum fall in the new drainage pipes is 3-inches over a 10-foot length (slope of
0.025).

Pipes should cross the road at angles to suit field conditions and existing drainage paths.
Perform minor grading at the inlet and outlet ends of the new and existing drainage pipes
so that flow smoothly enters and exits the pipes.

. Minimum cover over the new drainage pipes is 12-inches.

The depth of placement of the new drainage pipes can vary to meet field conditions. The
downstream ends of the pipes can be deeper to meet field conditions and slope

requirements.
