CRT Cleanup and Removal IFB

1. Project Description:
The Jessica M. Anthony and Dan Stigerwalt Property (“Site”) is a small residential parcel in a rural setting just outside of Jamestown, PA and the residence of Ms. Jessica Anthony and Mr. Dan Stigerwalt. Cathode ray tube (“CRT”) televisions were collected, transported to, processed and disposed of at the Site by Ms. Anthony and Mr. Stigerwalt. An estimated 500 CRTs as well as eight (8) refrigerator inserts full of broken CRT glass remain on the Site. Due to the presence of lead in the CRT glass, all CRTs and broken CRT glass shall be shipped offsite on a hazardous waste manifest. Each shipment shall be transported by a properly licensed hazardous waste transporter to a permitted hazardous waste treatment, storage, or disposal facility. The Department issued an Administrative Order to Ms. Anthony and Mr. Stigerwalt to remove and properly dispose of the CRTs and broken CRT glass on 27 September 2022. The Order was upheld in Mercer County Court on 29 March 2023; however Ms. Anthony and Mr. Stigerwalt have stated that they don’t have the financial capability to clean up the Site in accordance with the Court Order. A condition of the Court Order allows the Department to enter the Site and remove all CRT and broken CRT glass and recover funds spend on the cleanup.

2. Scope of Work:
Clean-up and removal of intact cathode ray tubes (“CRT”), broken CRT glass, and plastic television casings from the Jessica M. Anthony and Dan Stigerwalt Property (“Site”) in Greene Township, Mercer County, PA.  The Site clean-up will include preparation for removal activities, coordination for transportation, on-site loading and removal of all CRT waste, including any remaining plastic casings, and off-site disposal of all waste at an appropriate landfill or waste disposal facility. 


3. Site Description/Background:
The Site is located at 112 Pitts Road, Jamestown, PA 16134 in Greene Township, Mercer County, Pennsylvania. This property is specifically described in Deed Book 2007, page 1664, in the office of Recorder of Deeds for Mercer County, listing Jessica M. Anthony and Dan Stigerwalt as the record owners.  Ms. Anthony and Mr. Stigerwalt currently resident at the Site.  

On June 12, 2020, the Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”) conducted an inspection of the Site.  An undetermined amount of CRT televisions, intact CRTs removed from their original casing unit, broken CRT glass and plastic television casings were observed on the surface of the ground at the Site.  During a follow-up inspection at the Site on July 8, 2020, Ms. Anthony and Mr. Stigerwalt stated that they do collect CRT televisions at this Site for the purpose of salvaging metal components for recycling. 

An exact number of CRT remaining at the Site has not been determined. The attached photographs were taken during a follow-up inspection on March 23, 2023.

4. Objective:
Complete the removal, transportation, and disposal of all CRTs, broken CRT glass, and any plastic casings. The Contractor should complete these activities in a timeframe mutually agreeable to DEP. 


5. Tasks: 
Waste Removal: The Contractor will provide all labor, equipment, supplies, and personal protective gear required to remove all CRTs, broken CRT glass and plastic television casings from the surface area of the property. No earth disturbance or digging will be required for this clean-up. Only those materials on the ground surface are required to be removed.  No sampling for any soil contamination is required for this removal. No ground surface restoration will be required.  DEP will inspect the Site after the Contractor notifies DEP that the project has been completed. 

Transportation: The Contractor will ensure that all CRTs and broken CRT glass removed from this Site is transported by a hazardous waste transporter licensed to transport hazardous waste in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 263a.10 and 263a.13.  Each shipment of CRTs and broken CRT glass removed from this Site shall be accompanied by a hazardous waste manifest required by 25 Pa. Code § 263a.20. The Contractor will provide to DEP copies of all hazardous waste manifests upon completion. 


6. Disposal:
The Contractor will ensure that all waste removed from this Site is taken to a hazardous waste treatment, storage, or disposal facility (or other such facility) that is authorized to accept CRTs and CRT waste. The Contractor will provide DEP with copies of receipts from the disposal facility upon completion.
