I. SCOPE OF WORK: 
The Pennsylvania Office of Attorney General, requires the following for a Computer Crime Forensic Truck and coordinating items as referenced in Section II below. II. CONTRACT TASKS: 
The item(s) shall be provided in this contract.

- 2025 F-550 Chassis 4x4 SD Regular Cab 205" WB DRW XLT (F5H). Ford OEM Antimatter Blue
- Custom 17' Box.

- Integrated navigation
- Extended mirrors, non-glare
- Rear backup camera
- Master switch to control power to rear box

CUSTOM BOX/BODY EXTERIOR
- Custom Aluminum 17' Box split into two interior compartments separated with a pocket door
- Body Includes Antimatter Blue Color, Mounting and Walkable Roof.
- Drip rail over doors windows
- Diesel powered generator, at least 8,000 watts, in noise reduction exterior access box, shared fuel tank   with truck
- Battery slideout tray in exterior access box
- 2 exterior access storage box with compartment mats
- 12ft awning mounted to passenger side
- Manual slide out step mounted under stepwell at rear door
- Weatherproof exterior connection panel for 50 amp shore power and RJ45 connection
- Emergency lighting red/blue all four side
- Exterior scene lighting all four sides
- 2 13,500 BTU climate control box air conditioner rooftop unit, multizone capable, with thermostat control, one for each compartment
- Climate control diesel fire box heater
- 4 exterior cameras, one for each side of the box, viewable on interior monitors and 10” touchscreen monitor
- Ladder on rear of box to access roof




FRONT INTERIOR COMPARTMENT
- Two workstations with wall mounted 27” monitors with local HDMI port and connected to exterior cameras and interview room camera, power strips, RJ45 ports, on the driver’s side 
- One workstation with wall mounted 27” monitor with local HDMI port and connected to exterior cameras and interview room camera, power strip, and RJ45 port, on the passenger’s side against the front wall connected to exterior cameras and interview room camera
- Man door on the passenger side, near the middle of the compartment, with enclosed draw down window shade, interior grab handle door activated white interior light
- Interior overhead cabinets above workstations
- 36” SmartTV mounted to the front wall, connected to exterior cameras
- Whiteboard, 24”x36”, mounted under SmartTV on the front wall
- 3 workstation swivel chair with bungee and under counter tie down
- 4 round 6” overhead light red/white
- 4 under cabinet light red/white (3 above driver’s side workstation, one above passenger side workstation)
- FRP Walls
- Loncoin flooring 
- Wall mounted fire extinguisher
- Wall mounted carbon monoxide detector

REAR INTERIOR COMPARTMENT
- Interior floor cabinets on passenger side with counter top
- 1 interior floor to ceiling cabinet
- Interior overhead cabinets on driver side
- Interior electrical cabinet - electrical cabinet, will house a 3000 watt inverter and two lithium or four AGM batteries on passenger side
- Interior server rack cabinet on passenger side with dual sim cradle point, FIRSTNET capable
- AC/DC single compartment refrigerator 2.7 cubic feet
- Interview style tabletop on driver side with power strip and RJ45 port
- Bench seat mounted on the back side of interior partition wall facing rearward, vinyl cushion,two d-rings installed for handcuff securement
- 1 workstation swivel chair with bungee and under counter tie down on interview table
- Access man door on the rear of box, with enclosed draw down window shade, interior and exterior grab handle, and door activated white interior light
- 4 round 6” overhead light red/white
- 3 under cabinet light red/white on driver side
- DVR connected to exterior cameras and interview room camera/microphone with local video export capability
- Camera mounted on side of passenger compartment pointed towards interview table
- Microphone for interview positioned above interview table
- FRP walls
- Loncoin flooring 
-	Wall mounted carbon monoxide detector

- Vehicle operations and familiarization











III. CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS: 	

1. Vendor shall comply with all attachments to this contract as referenced in the IFB-Invitation for Bid document and attached to this Statement of Work. 
2. Bid price must also include all shipping, transportation, environmental handling, unloading charges, and any other associated charges for delivery. The office is to be notified 48 hours in advance of delivery.

4. Documentation of Bidder’s active registration with US DOJ’s System for Award Management (SAM) 2 (Detailed in Section X. below)


IV. CONTRACT TERM: 
The contract shall commence upon execution and receipt of purchase order and Notice to Proceed notification and terminates upon satisfactory delivery of all Contract Tasks.

V. BID AWARD: 
Bidder must complete and return the following: 

1. The electronic Invitation for Bid to be found at www.pasupplierportal.state.pa.us, and, 
2. The Department will only accept out to two (2) decimal points when entering your Unit Price. 
3. Bid will be awarded based on the lowest total sum. 
4. Contract quantities are estimated and may increase or decrease depending on the needs of the Department. 
5. Follow all General Requirements for Delivery of Vehicles (PCID NO. 1067) Attachment D.

VI. PAYMENT TERMS:

No responsibility will be attached to any employee of the Department for the premature opening of, or the failure to open, a bid not properly addressed and identified, or for any reason whatsoever. 

IX. BID RESULTS: 
Bidder can obtain bid results by accessing http://www.emarketplace.state.pa.us/BidTabs.aspx. The bids will be posted within three (3) business days following the bid opening. The results are the apparent bidders, and all bids are under review until final award of the purchase order. 

X. SYSTEM FOR AWARD MANAGEMENT (SAM) REQUIREMENTS 
Prospective bidders must be Registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) at the time their bid is submitted, see FAR 52.204-7(a) and shall continue to be so registered throughout the Contract Term, see FAR 52.204-7(b)(1).
