Statement of Work/Specifications

I. SCOPE OF WORK: 

The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of Corrections, requires a scoreboard system for Houtzdale State Correctional Institution (SCI) at 209 Institution Dr, Houtzdale, PA 16698.

III. CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
	To provide the following items:
1. Quantity of 3– 4' high by 8' wide indoor multisport scoreboard.  Scoreboard display clock, scores, period, double bonus, decorative border stripe and 3 wireless receivers.

Scoreboard provides scoring capabilities for two teams. 100% solid state electronics are housed in an all-aluminum cabinet. Scoreboard arrives at the site fully assembled.

Digit Size: Period digit is 10” (254mm) high. All other digits are 13” (330mm) high.  Bonus indicators are 4” (102mm) high and possession arrows are 3” (76mm) high.
Dimensions (H x W x D): 4’ x 8’ x 6” (1.2m x 2.44m x 0.15m)
Construction: Durable, lightweight aluminum cabinet withstands high-velocity impact from air-filled sports balls without the need for protective screens.
Horn: A vibrating horn, mounted behind the scoreboard face, sounds automatically when period/timeout clock counts down to zero or manually as controlled by the operator.
Includes: Segment timer mode and time of day mode


2. Quantity: 1 pair - 2' 4" high by 2' 5" wide shot clocks that display game time & shot time includes 2 wireless receivers.

This indoor single-sided LED game clock and shot clock timer displays game time to 99:59 and shot times up to a value of 99 seconds.  It can also count down from any preset time between 0 and 99 seconds. During the last minute of the period, game time is displayed to 1/10 of a second. A hand-held start/stop/reset switch is included with purchase.
Dimensions: 2’-4” H x 2’-5” W x 6” D (711mm x 737mm x 152mm)
Digits: Game clock digits are 7” (178mm) high. Shot clock digits are 13” (330mm) high.
Digit Colors: Game clock digits and colon are amber or white. Shot clock digits are red
Construction: Durable lightweight aluminum cabinet withstands high-velocity impact from air-filled sports balls without the need for protective screens.
Horn: An internal horn sounds automatically when shot clock counts down to zero with a sound that is distinctly different from that of the game-clock horn.

3. Quantity: 1 pair - End of period light strips that illuminate when clock hits 0:00.  Attach directly to the backstop.

The backboard LED light strip kit acts as a visual indicator to communicate with players fans and officials. A strip of red LEDs behind the face of the backboard lights up when the game clock reaches zero. Alternately, the light strip can be programmed to illuminate when the game (or shot clock) horn sounds or while the clock is stopped.

Dimensions: Light strips (without mounting hardware) are 0.82” (21mm) tall and 0.38” (10mm) deep. Light strip across the top is 62” (1475mm) wide. The two light strips on the bottom are each 18” (457mm) wide. The lengths of the two light strips along the sides vary depending on the height of backboard, either 29” (737mm) for a 42” (1067mm) tall backboard or 35” (889mm) for a 48” (1219mm) tall backboard.

LED Color: Red
Paint Color: Mounting brackets are painted semi-gloss black
Construction: Durable plastic composite material with aluminum brackets
Control: Shot clock or LED light strip controller; 18 AWG jacketed signal cable with 3-pin XLR male and female ends.

4. Quantity of 3 - All-Sport 5000R wireless control console.  Includes handheld remotes for game time and shot time.

Console can control multiple scoreboards and stat panels, display tenth-of-a-second times, and features Time of Day and Segment Timer modes. Console is static electricity resistant to 20,000 volts. 

Display: 32-character liquid crystal display (LCD) backlit with LEDs to allow for readability in dark areas as well as bright sunlight.  Two lines of 16 characters.
Viewing area: 3.89” W x 0.94” H (99mm, 24mm) 
Characters: 0.189” W x 0.378” H (4.8mm x 9.6mm)
Construction: Heavy-duty aluminum case. Console’s “snap-action” keyboard is sealed, making it resistant to moisture and spills. Internal beeper to indicate a completed keystroke.
Memory: Current information is stored on a memory chip without the need for a battery in case of loss of power.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Warranty: Warranty of at least 5 years on all parts including wireless radio equipment. Service for all products if/when needed.
   
IV. [bookmark: _Hlk85187699]CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS 
All products must meet security requirements of the DOC. The Department of Corrections reserves the right to allow companies to adapt their packaging to meet the DOC’s security requirements before an award is generated. Product approval may be made contingent upon packaging changes. If, after award, DOC determines that a product poses a security threat, DOC will either cancel the award of that product upon written notification to the contractor detailing the nature of the security threat or allow the contractor to replace the product with a compliant product at the same price.

After the bid opening, and prior to awarding the contract, the Department has the right to request references (name, addresses and telephone numbers) of similar work performed in the previous two (2) years as proof of qualifications to perform the work involved in this contract.

Prices may be adjusted for imported products if tariffs are established for contracted items after bids are accepted by the PA DOC by requesting the increase accompanied by a copy of the tariff certificate documenting the increase with proof of payment.

It shall be understood and agreed that any quantities listed in the solicitation are estimated only and may be increased or decreased in accordance with the actual requirements of the Department of Corrections.
Unless otherwise indicated, the unit price must include all labor, materials, equipment, tools, insurance, delivery fees and all items necessary for the completion of the project. In cases of discrepancies in prices, the unit price will be binding unless the unit price is obviously in error and the extended price is obviously correct, in which case the erroneous unit price will be corrected.      
The Commonwealth reserves the right to award by item or on a total Bid basis, whichever is deemed more advantageous to the Commonwealth. 

VIII. BID Results
Bids will be opened on the date and time specified in the invitation for bid. Bid tabulations will be posted on the Department of General services’ eMarketplace website (http://www.emarketplace.state.pa.us/). Tabulations are for information only and do not constitute actual award or execution of a contract. The results of the apparent bidders and all bids are under review until final award of the purchase order.

IX. INVOICING

Contractors must follow the following invoicing requirements:
a. Accurately bill the Commonwealth for actual services rendered on all invoices.
b. Submit invoice to appropriate resource account within 10 business days of completed service.
c. Comply with Commonwealth / Department of Correction’s practices for supplier payments
