

PROJECT STATEMENT and SCOPE OF WORK
FOR TOUCH2PLAY FOR
THE PENNSYLVANIA DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AND VETERANS’ AFFAIRS


I. Objectives.
A. General. The Department of Military and Veterans Affairs (DMVA) is seeking to award a purchase order (PO) for Touch2Play gaming consoles in accordance with this Project Statement. 
B. Specific. The awarded contractor shall coordinate with the DMVA Point of Contact (POC) for delivery to the participating Veterans’ Homes.

C. Estimated Quantities and Like Services.  Quantities will be estimated. The DMVA reserves the right to increase or decrease quantities based on actual need.  The awarded contractor will be paid for services and supplies satisfactorily delivered.  The DMVA reserves the right to include additional like services to the contract if future needs arise.

E. Method of Award and Term of PO. DMVA shall award the PO to the lowest responsive quote. In order to be deemed responsive, the bidder must be able to perform the required services as outlined in the project statement and in accordance with the terms and conditions. 
It is DMVA’s intent to establish a 1 (1) year PO with four (4) additional one (1) year renewal options. The term of the PO shall commence on the executed effective date and shall end on the expiration date identified on the PO. Services shall begin as specified in the project statement or notice to proceed letter, whichever is the later. DMVA reserves the right, upon written notice to the awarded contractor, to extend the term of the PO or any part of the PO for up to 90 days under the same terms and conditions.

II. Minimum Qualification Requirements. 

A. Pricing.  Potential bidders shall submit pricing for all line items requested by DMVA. Potential bidders shall include all costs associated with the manufacture, delivery and provision of the supplies in the cost submittal.  No additional monies will be paid to the potential bidders for travel, off-loading, personnel, and/or any other costs associated with the items. 

III. Project Statement.  

A. Touch2 Play Gaming Consoles. The awarded contractor shall supply Touch2 Play gaming consols with the following requirements and accessibility. 

a. Gaming Console.  The gaming console shall be a minimum of a 21” HD Screen. The gaming console shall have the ability of one player at a time.  The gaming console shall not require internet, passwords or login.  The gaming console shall be a plug in and play, with no subscription or maintenance fees.

b. Portable. The gaming console shall be portable, easily moveable by one-person, and be connected to a universal mobile cart which must raise, lower, tilt, and swivel to include extension over a bed and/or be positioned to be accessible from a chair. The universal mobile cart shall have casters that roll easily on carpet and other surfaces and the casters shall have the ability to easily lock when needed to prevent the cart from rolling.

B. Hours for Delivery.  The awarded contractor shall coordinate all deliveries through the POC.  The POC will set a date and time when delivery and off-loading can be completed. 

C. Final Inspection.  DMVA reserves the right to conduct a final inspection and acceptance test of all work, or deliverables acquired under this PO.

D. Invoices and Warranties. The awarded contractor shall provide all parts, materials, and supplies at invoice cost plus the maximum of 10% mark-up.  The awarded contractor is required to provide DMVA with a supplier invoice for all parts that are on the awarded contractor’s invoice before payment can be processed.

E. Billing.  The awarded contractor shall invoice DMVA for services provided under the PO. The awarded contractor may be required to provide verification of costs. 

If the invoice does not contain the minimum information set forth as defined in the Commonwealth’s Standards Terms & Conditions, the Commonwealth may return the invoice as improper.  If the Commonwealth returns an invoice as improper, the time for processing a payment under the Commonwealth’s Standard Contract Terms and Conditions for POs, will be suspended until the Commonwealth receives a correct invoice. The awarded contractor may not receive payment until the Commonwealth has received a correct invoice.
