TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION SECTION 2 – MAINTENANCE AND PROTECTION OF TRAFFIC
2.1 -SCOPE
This work is complying with PennDOT bonding requirements for Bruin Road (SR 1004) and for providing signs and a flagger to protect traffic during the construction period.     
2.2 - PROCEDURE

Contact Sarah Bowersox at the PennDOT District 10 office in Indiana, PA at 724-357-2847 to get instructions and requirements for a bond on the roadway.  PennDOT will require a $10,000.00 bond for Bruin Road.  Provide documents to the PGC after obtaining approval from PennDOT that a suitable bond has been obtained.  No deliveries of materials and equipment can be made to the site until such documentation is submitted and acknowledged by the PGC. 
Provide signs and a flagger along Bruin Road to protect traffic during times when materials and equipment are being delivered to the site.  Provide a W20-1 (Road Work 1000 FT) and W20-7a (Flagger Symbol) on each approach to the access road along SR 1004 (Bruin Road).  The signs shall be 36” x 36” size and conform to the requirements of PennDOT Publication 213.  The W20-1 signs shall be placed 1,000-feet from the access road intersection with Bruin Road in both directions.  The W20-7a signs shall be placed 500-feet from the access road intersection with Bruin Road in both directions.  A single flagger shall be stationed at the intersection of the access road and Bruin Road only during times when material deliveries and trucks are entering and exiting the access road on to Bruin Road.  The flagger does not need to be stationed at this intersection during all working hours.  Cover the W20-7a signs when a flagger is not stationed at the intersection of the access road and Bruin Road.
2.3 - MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
Lump Sum.  This lump sum total includes payment for the costs of the roadway bond, signs and the flagger.
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
