CONTRACT (3515R17)


	THIS CONTRACT for a National Summer Transportation Institute (NSTI) Program which addresses the need for a diverse workforce in the 21st Century and to create an awareness of the career choices and opportunities that exist in the transportation industry for “National Summer Transportation Institute (NSTI)” (“Contract”) is made and entered into this ________ day of ___________, 20___, by and between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, acting through the Department of Transportation ("PENNDOT"), and _______________________________ (“CONTRACTOR”). 


WITNESSETH:

	WHEREAS, PENNDOT issued a Request For Proposals for a National Summer Transportation Institute (NSTI) Program for “National Summer Transportation Institute (NSTI)”, RFP No. 3515R17 (“RFP”); 

	WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR submitted a proposal in response to the RFP; 

WHEREAS, PENNDOT determined that CONTRACTOR’s proposal, was the most advantageous to the Commonwealth after taking into consideration all of the evaluation factors set forth in the RFP and selected CONTRACTOR for contract negotiations; and 

WHEREAS, PENNDOT and CONTRACTOR have negotiated this Contract as their final and entire agreement to address the need for a diverse workforce in the 21st Century and to create an awareness of the career choices and opportunities that exist in the transportation industry.

	NOW THEREFORE, intending to be legally bound hereby, PENNDOT and CONTRACTOR agree as follows:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Service to Be Provided.  CONTRACTOR shall, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Contract, provide a strategy to create an awareness of the career choices and opportunities that exist in the transportation industry, as more fully defined in the RFP and any addenda, including all other referenced Appendices not specifically enumerated in paragraph 7 below, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and made part of this Contract.

2. Term of Contract.   CONTRACTOR agrees that the services shall be performed during the contract period following the date of the Notice to Proceed of this Contract by PENNDOT through October 31, 2017.  In addition, the Commonwealth reserves the right upon written notification to the CONTRACTOR by PENNDOT’s Contracting Officer to extend the term of the Contract for up to three (3) months upon the same terms and conditions. This right to extend the Contract in no way minimizes PENNDOT’s right to the timely receipt of the project deliverables as specified in the RFP.

3. Payment and Cost.  PENNDOT shall pay the CONTRACTOR during the existence of this Contract for work completed in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract and the CONTRACTOR’s Cost Submittal, dated (INSERT DATE), and any addenda, if applicable, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “F”, the maximum amount of (SPELL OUT DOLLARS AND CENTS) ($INSERT ACTUAL DOLLAR AND CENTS) for the time period set forth in #2 above of this Contract.

4. Standard Contract Terms and Conditions.  PENNDOT and CONTRACTOR agree to be bound by the Standard Contract Terms and Conditions for Services – BOP-1204, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “C” and made part of this Contract.

5. Technical Proposal.  CONTRACTOR agrees to provide a NSTI Program as described in its Technical Submittal, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “D” and made part of this Contract.

6. Disadvantaged Business Enterprise.  CONTRACTOR agrees to meet and maintain the commitments to Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Submission made in its DBE Submittal as described in the Contractor’s Technical Proposal, if applicable, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “D.”

7. Incorporation of Documents.  This Contract is comprised of the following documents, which are attached herein by reference as though set forth at length::

a. This document, identified as Exhibit A to the RFP.

b. The Standard Contract Terms and Conditions for Services – BOP-1204 identified as Appendix B to the RFP, which shall be attached as Exhibit C of this Contract.

c. The CONTRACTOR’s Cost Submittal and any addenda, if applicable, identified as Appendix C to the RFP, which shall be attached as Exhibit E of this Contract.

d. The CONTRACTOR’s Technical Submittal and any addenda, if applicable, which shall be attached as Exhibit D of this Contract.

e. The remainder of the RFP and any addenda, including all other referenced Appendices not specifically enumerated in this paragraph, which shall be attached as Exhibit B of this Contract.

Notwithstanding similar or contradictory order of precedence language attached to or made part of this Contract, including but not limited to language appearing in Exhibit B, the above documents are listed in order of precedence.

8. Titles Not Controlling.  Titles of paragraphs are for reference only, and shall not be used to construe the language in this Contract.

9. Severability.  The provisions of this Contract shall be severable.  If any phrase, clause, sentence or provision of this Contract is declared to be contrary to the Constitution of Pennsylvania or of the United States or of the laws of the Commonwealth the applicability thereof to any government, agency, person or circumstance is held invalid, the validity of the remainder of this Contract and the applicability thereof to any government, agency person or circumstance shall not be affected thereby.
