The DEP regulatory changes to Chapter 245 were finalized in 2018 and called for increased inspections and testing. As a result, the annual number of newly reported claims increased from 2017 (179 claims) to 2020 (204 claims). In 2021, claim filings dipped back down to 2017 levels with 172 claims reported but increased in 2022 with 194 claims plus 2 TIIP claims and the assumption is that claims reporting will remain elevated for subsequent years. As noted in the 2021 actuarial report, the expectation is that the elevated frequency may lead to an increase in TPA related administrative costs, but not necessarily a material increase in claim related payments.
