Invoice must be emailed to RA-OB69180@pa.gov.  Invoice is to include the purchase order number as well as your SAP Vendor Number. The name and address listed on the purchase order must also be listed on the invoice. Failure to provide this information may result in a delay of payment.
Bids must be submitted via the PA Supplier Portal at www.pasupplierportal.state.pa.us. Fax or mailed bids will not be accepted.
Bidder can obtain results by accessing www.emarketplace.state.pa.us/bidtabs.aspx. The bid results will be opened as soon as practicable and listed within the solicitation by date and military time. The results are the apparent bidders, and all bids are under review until the final award of the purchase order.
Submission of a certificate of insurance is required for all on-site operations and should include a validity date for when operations take place. Vendor is responsible to obtain any required permits necessary for this project.
Work schedule shall be limited to Monday through Friday (pending federal holidays). Grounds will be accessible from 07:00 to 15:00 on permitted days.
