Throughout 2023, members of the SERT East and West sniper units have evaluated multiple rifles from leading companies who manufacture semi-automatic 308 caliber rifles.  Accessories were also evaluated which included: day scopes, in-line night vision scopes, red dot sights, suppressors, bipods and tripods.  Companies were contacted based on prior knowledge of their history in manufacturing quality rifles and equipment for law enforcement agencies and other government sniper units.  At the conclusion of this process, all SERT snipers unanimously selected Geissele Automatics’ 308 caliber semi-automatic rifle with Schmidt & Bender Ultra-Short 3-20x50mm day scope, ACRO® P-2 Red Dot Reflex Sight, L3 Harris CNVD-LR in-line night vision scope, and L3 Harris Advanced Target Pointer/Illuminator Aiming Laser.  
      The rifles were evaluated on accuracy, caliber, functionality, reliability, weight, barrel length, cost, availability, and customer service.  The companies were further assessed for other factors such as: warranty and repair procedures, access to precision gunsmiths, and their confidence to ensure accuracy.  An additional positive attribute would be a weapon system with the rifle and suppressor provided by the same manufacturer.  This would allow the suppressed rifle to be tested without any additional steps and costs incurred with separate manufacturers. 
     Geissele Automatics LLC:  The Geissele rifle was the only rifle equipped with a suppressor from the manufacturer.  This provided the opportunity to test the rifle suppressed and unsuppressed.  All other rifles were only tested unsuppressed which would create an additional step in the testing process to equip each rifle with a muzzle device and suppressor.  During range sessions, this rifle fired the most accurate and precise shot groups of any of the rifles tested. During final range sessions, the Geissele rifle proved to be the most accurate of the semi-automatic rifles tested during qualifications.  Geissele Automatics LLC has provided superb customer service as a Pennsylvania company which provides access to local precision gunsmithing in the future.  This would reduce logistical issues with rifle maintenance. Geissele Automatics LLC is capable of providing the selected rifle with all of the selected accessories assembled by the company’s precision gunsmiths.  This will further ensure the accuracy of the complete system.  For these reasons, this rifle manufacturer was selected unanimously by SERT Snipers.
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
